By addressing these challenges through strategic investment, regulatory reforms, and
digital adaptation, the sports industry can unlock new growth opportunities and enhance global
competitiveness.

sporting environment.

2. Financial Constraints

Financial limitations significantly impede innovation in sports management,
particularly for smaller organizations. Winand et al. (2019) emphasize how
economic disparities hinder technology adoption among smaller sports clubs and
federations, who struggle financially compared to wealthier organizations such as
Premier League football clubs. Clubs like Manchester City and Liverpool benefit
substantially from lucrative sponsorships and broadcasting rights, enabling
significant investments in innovative technologies such as Al-driven performance
analytics. Conversely, lower-tier organizations face severe budgetary constraints,
limiting technological investments and perpetuating competitive disparities (Lemire,
2024; UEFA, 2023).

3. Resistance to Change

Resistance from stakeholders significantly challenges the integration of
innovative practices in sports management. Burton and O'Reilly (2024) highlight
entrenched cultural preferences and traditional management practices as major
barriers to digital transformations. The introduction of Video Assistant Referee
(VAR) technology in football demonstrates cultural and institutional resistance,
particularly in the English Premier League, where stakeholders frequently contest
technological interventions despite their benefits (Cunningham, 2021). Additional
resistance is evident in sports such as cricket and rugby, where changes in traditional
formats and management structures regularly encounter opposition.

4. Regulatory and Legal Barriers

Regulatory and legal barriers significantly impede innovation within sports
management and marketing. Garcia and Weatherill (2020) note that regulatory
frameworks often fail to keep pace with rapidly advancing technological and
commercial practices. The proposed European Super League is a pertinent example,
facing considerable opposition from governing bodies like UEFA and FIFA due to

conflicts with existing competition structures, broadcasting agreements, and
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financial regulations (Sports Business Journal, 2023). Complex compliance
requirements related to intellectual property rights, financial fair play, and anti-
doping measures further complicate rapid technological and commercial innovation.

5. Technological Adaptation and Integration

The integration of emerging technologies, including Al analytics, biometric
tracking, and immersive AR and VR experiences, offers significant potential
benefits in enhancing fan engagement and operational efficiency. However, Abeza
et al. (2020) identify significant barriers, including cybersecurity risks, substantial
financial investment demands, and digital infrastructure deficiencies, particularly in
developing regions. For example, the NBA’s successful implementation of
biometric tracking and predictive analytics sharply contrasts smaller leagues'
struggles with infrastructural and financial limitations, demonstrating persistent
digital divides globally (Lemire, 2024).

6. Ethical and Social Concerns

Innovative sports practices raise substantial ethical and social concerns. Issues
surrounding athlete data commercialization, privacy, Al-driven analytics, and
widespread gambling sponsorships intensify ethical debates. Corporate-driven
commercialization risks prioritizing profitability at the expense of athlete welfare,
fairness, and ethical accountability (Burton & O'Reilly, 2024). Technologies like
biometric tracking introduce significant privacy issues, while pervasive gambling
sponsorships raise concerns about increased problematic gambling behavior among
younger audiences (Sailors, 2020; Thorpe et al., 2017). Ethical frameworks
emphasizing transparency, accountability, and athlete welfare are essential for
responsible innovation.

7. Growth in Sports Management and Marketing

Innovation significantly enhances growth by expanding market reach, engaging
global audiences, and diversifying revenue sources. Digitalization, international
strategic partnerships, immersive technologies, and sustainable practices are vital
growth drivers. Funk et al. (2018) highlight digital opportunities, including esports

and virtual fan experiences, which significantly boost revenues and global
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engagement. The NBA's partnership with Tencent in China and FIFA’s
sustainability initiatives at major events exemplify how innovation combined with
corporate social responsibility enhances global reach and long-term viability (FIFA,
2023; NBA, 2019).

Conclusion. Innovation is crucial for advancement and sustainability in sports
management and marketing. However, it faces significant barriers, including
financial inequalities, stakeholder resistance, outdated regulatory frameworks,
technological integration challenges, and substantial ethical concerns. These issues
are further intensified by geopolitical instability, particularly in war-affected
regions, where infrastructure damage, limited resources, and reduced economic
stability severely hinder innovation efforts and restrict access to technological
advancements. Effectively addressing these barriers requires targeted strategic
investments, regulatory reforms aligned with technological progress, and ethical
frameworks prioritizing athlete welfare and social responsibility. Emphasizing
focused support for conflict-affected regions will enable sports innovation to
facilitate recovery, unity, and development, driving both economic revitalization and
social cohesion. Thus, holistic and collaborative strategies are essential to fostering
an inclusive and globally competitive sports landscape.
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
